Someone had suggested ‘antiquity’ but it turned out to be the name of some other college’s history department fest and 
so the name got rejected. After some discussion we came up with the name ‘Historynama’. I called Mihir Jha sir and 
informed him the name we had come up with. He was not impressed and exclaimed, “ye kya aadha titar aadha bater 
naam hai (what is this Half Partridge Half Pheasant name). Around 10 p.m. I dropped a text message to V.M. Jha sir. 
He called me back. He suggested the name ‘Clio Calling’. Clio is the Greek muse of history and that is how we got the 
name of our festival. We next met Ajeet sir and requested him to invite some renowned intellectual as our first speaker 
for the talk. And we really don’t know how Ajit sir managed to ensure the presence of Anirudh Deshpande sir for the 
same in such a short time. To this date, we don’t know how he pulled off this trick. On the 2nd March Nishant, Siddhant, 
Sachin and I went to Satya Niketan. It was around 9:30 P.M. and college students were having fun. We were searching 
for some printing press to get our posters done. One printing shop was getting closed and we requested him to get our 
poster printed. He initially asked us to come the next day. We couldn’t agree as there was no time. After a lot of 
requests, he agreed. We chose one format and gave our information to him. He made a soft copy and we mailed that 
to Mihir Jha sir (WhatsApp was not in vogue then). Before sir could reply, one of my friends asked for the print of some 
100+ copies and we had the posters in our hands. Sir called back and told us about few grammatical errors and he was 
surprised about our childish behaviour as we didn’t wait even for 5 minutes before getting the print. We had to abandon 
all those posters and got some new posters printed which cost us extra money. The D-day came. We had a superb 
festival. The lecture was really interesting and informative. Debate competition went on till 8 p.m. in the night. More than 
70 participants from various colleges and universities participated. I.M. Jha sir from political science department, Arvind 
Mishra sir from Hindi department and Sumit Pandey, a renowned debater of Delhi University were our judges. Poster 
making competition also was a superb success. Mubin ma'am was the judge and for the next few years some of the 
posters were there in the department room, enhancing the beauty of the room. During the prize distribution 
ceremony for the debate, we had a tie for 2nd and 3rd position and we were left with the option to split the 
prize money. Mihir Jha sir asked us to not split the money and he gave us some extra money which 
was needed. I still recall that Abhishek Sharma of Deshbandhu college got the first prize. Even 
some 9 years since that beautiful day the song of Mihir Jha sir, the taste of lunch that day and 
the wish of our chief guest Dr. Rakesh who was our department in-charge when we had 
joined the college, still lingers on. It brings me immense pleasure that the beautiful 
tradition of Clio Calling is still going on steadily and strongly.
