In the year 2003 I left behind the scorching heat of Jaisalmer and reached Delhi a
very tense city, without a clue I was chasing one or the other college counters to fill my
admission form for undergraduate courses in University of Delhi. I didn't have any
attraction for any particular college or campus, other than that I must say I was once very
introverted and clumsy at unwanted socializing. The idea of taking admission in North
Campus or J.N.U. was never in my wildest dreams nor did I have any idea of their
existence. And my acquaintances who knew about them were silent monks.

I was shortlisted in almost all the colleges in South Campus where I applied. But
my preferences for A.R.S.D. College was quite clear due to the fact that during admission
I had a wonderful counseling session with Dr. V.M. Jha sir, which was not given enough
importance by other colleges as an exercise. History department was asking for
commitment, seriousness and honesty and was giving guidance. For someone like me
who had no one to guide at the moment and had never been to Delhi before, this was very
important.

The first day of the session was July 16 when ragging and monsoon were going on
side by side, although ragging was banned but the heavy rains were doing their job
perfectly. Moreover due to the campaigning for the upcoming student union elections,
there was no ragging of newcomer (voters). The Priyadarshini flyover and our destiny
were to be made and shine together in the dust of Dhaula Kuan.

The first lesson I learned in this college was not in the classroom but after class in
the corridor outside department room when V.M. Jha sir asked us to develop the habit of
sitting in the library. 'Tnitially the seat will sting, later it will become a habit and only
sitting in the library will be beneficial.' 1 still remember these lines. After this, another
thing included in my daily routine was that I would spend at least one hour in the library.
The prediction proved right, now I was so used to the library that I knew all the books of
history section , all the racks and their shelves . Thank to Ajit Sir who informed us about
the book aid facility to receive additional books. Another important lesson that Dr. V.M.
Jha Sir gave was that we should be ready to introspect and retrospect person and
situations before concluding. This has also helped me to a lot. One good thing about my
classmates was that everyone had questions, doubts and differences, the classroom was
our battlefield and we were always encouraged by the teachers, they gave proper
direction to these argumentative bunch of beginners. Despite the prevailing policy of

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Russian Revolution in Delhi University. Dr. Brahmanand Sir taught all the complex
subjects in such a detailed and simple manner that there was no need for a book, his
extensive use of blackboard was all that we needed. He had watered the buds of modern
revolutions in our mind from the streams of Volga and Ganga. Dr. P. Ajitha was such a
diligent teacher and introduced us to almost everything, her teaching material helped me
in post-graduation more than in graduation. For us Ajit Sir was and still is a mentor, he
knew our situation very well and was always full of energy, he was ready to help everyone
beyond the classroom. His ambitious and visionary approach has given the Department
of History a special place in our college. On the other hand, Dr. Renu Bahuguna ji
inspired us to move forward in life with a balance of decency and patience. In the year
2007itwasinthe M.A. history classes that we realized how strong our foundation was. In
terms of approach and methodology of history, we were more original and trained than
the students from elite colleges. Knowing problems and finding solutions yourself,
developing our writing and not being afraid of any failure, this all was initiated in us by
ourteachersin A.R.S.D. College.

In the year 2017 I got an opportunity to teach in A.R.S.D. College. It was a
wonderful experience, I felt that I am the new bud on the branch of this huge tree.
Teaching in your own college is always a matter of pride. It was like encountering past
and present at a time. I noticed that A.R.S.D. College has made a lot of progress. The
infrastructure of the college was now highly enhanced and there are many positive
changes in the department of History. Student activities have increased a lot. This college
not only gave me some skills of a specific subject but also as a citizen and a human being,
it led me towards the path of wisdom and progress this college became my karmic bridge
to connect with the new world.
